PHILOSOPHY STATEMENT


Volga Christian School is owned and controlled by a society of Christian parents, committed to educating their children in an institution representing a Bible-based Christianity. The Society is committed to the fundamental principles that the instruction and education of children, in school as well as at home, must be in accordance with the Word of God; that the school is not dependent on or belonging to the church or state, but proceeds from and depends upon the home; and that the fundamental unity of the school and home must be maintained. 


The Christ proclaimed in the scriptures is the Redeemer and Renewer of our lives, and thus of our teaching and learning. Consequently, in a school which seeks to provide a Christian education, it is not sufficient that the teachings of Christianity be a separate subject in curriculum, but that the Word of God must be an all-pervading force in the educational program and in the learning process. 


The purpose of our school, therefore, is to provide for our children that weekday instruction which is in agreement with those principles of education stated above. This is necessary so that they, as children of God, can occupy their places worthily in society, church, and state.

OBJECTIVES
Volga Christian School will:

1. Prepare students to fulfill their principle in life — to glorify God. 

2. Teach the Bible in such a way that it becomes meaningful and alive, and thus, an important part of the students’ lives. 

3. Become a living testimony by word and deed in this community, whereby all students and teachers demonstrate that God comes first in their lives.

4. Meet the academic standards of the state, both in respect to academic requirements for the staff, and in terms of curriculum offerings. 

5. Encourage each child to grow and develop academically, socially, emotionally, physically, and spiritually.

Bus Rules


Students dismissed at VCS must board the bus at VCS.  Students will follow all established bus rules of Sioux Valley.  If you need to reach the bus drivers in the event your child will not be riding the bus, the phone number is 627-5523 or 651-3956 between 7:00 A.M. and 8:00 A.M.  There is an answering machine in the bus shed if no one is there. 

PROCEDURES EVERYONE MUST FOLLOW:

· Students must be on time at the designated bus stops.  If privilege is abused, use of bussing will be revoked.

· Students must not stand in the traffic lanes while waiting for the bus. 

· Students must await the signal from the driver to cross a road or highway. The crossing must be made approximately 10 feet in front of the bus and in full view of the driver. 

· Students desiring to leave the bus at other than their designated bus stop must present to the driver written permission from their parents/guardian. 

· Animals are not allowed on the bus.

· Students should always get permission from the bus driver ahead of time when you have friends going home with you on the buses or when they may ride to school in the mornings. (There needs to be room) 

PLEASE REVIEW THE BUS RULES WITH YOUR CHILDREN:

 1. Passengers will obey all instructions of the bus driver.

 2. Keep hands and head inside of the bus and remain seated at all times.

 3. No profanity.

 4. Keep the bus clean.

 5. Weapons/dangerous items and violence are prohibited.

 6. Do not destroy property.

 7. For your own safety, do not distract the driver through misbehavior.

 8. The bus driver may assign seats to passengers.

Misbehavior on Bus


The first time a written notice goes home to report bus misconduct; the student will be suspended for a period of five days.  Upon the second notice a student will be suspended for a period of ten days and on the third notice the student will be suspended from all bus riding privileges for the remainder of that school year.  The procedures outlined above may be altered to handle serious infractions, which require immediate suspension or expulsion from school.

Field Trips


Field trips will occasionally be scheduled as part of your child’s academic curriculum. Notes will be sent home each time telling of the trip and asking for permission for your child to participate.  The privilege to participate in a field trip may be revoked due to unfinished school-work or disciplinary problems.
Pledges

Pledge to the Christian Flag

Playground Regulations
1.   Any equipment taken out on the playground will be returned by the person who took it out.  P.E. equipment may not be used after school.

2.   Children may bike to and from school, but bicycles may not be used during recess.  Bicycles will be placed in bike rack while not in use.

3.   Only softballs will be allowed, no baseballs.
4.   Students will help keep the playground clean and picked up by using acceptable disposal containers.
5.   Children will stay within the playground boundaries. They must obtain teacher assistance in retrieving a ball that rolls across the street. 
6.   Children will use playground equipment in a proper and safe manner.  
7.   No tackle football. 
8.   No throwing snowballs.
9.   Balls must not be kicked toward playground equipment, homes, or school buildings. 
Dress Code


Caps, hats, and other forms of headwear will not be worn in the school building. 

Short shorts or shirts, tight clothing, mini skirts, and flip-flops are not appropriate for school dress. Shirts must cover the shoulders.  Shirts and pants must touch each other when arms are extended in an upward fashion.  Undergarments must not show.  Clothing with holes in inappropriate places may not be worn.  Clothing with words/pictures on it must not have any suggestive connotations that are contrary to God’s Word. 


Students must have appropriately warm clothing during the winter months, wear boots, and have a second pair of shoes, not slippers, for inside use.


Parents will be called to replace inappropriate dress when it occurs.
Attendance


Good attendance practices enhance student progress. When children are absent they miss many types of group instruction and discussions that cannot be made up. If your child does need to be absent because of illness, family emergencies, or prohibitive weather conditions, please contact the school office. If your child has been absent and you have not contacted the school, an excuse signed by a parent should be brought to the school.


If a parent feels that it is necessary for a child to be absent for some other reason, arrangements should be made in advance with the teacher. The student will be expected to complete class work assignments prior to such absences.   If it is necessary for a child to leave school during the day for a doctor or dentist appointment, a note should be brought to school. The school day will be broken down into 4 increments.  ¼ day absences will be documented.  ¼ is equal to any segment of class between recesses.  8:25-10:00=1/4 day; 10:15-12:00=1/4 day; 12:45-2:00=1/4 day; 2:15-3:30=1/4 day.


Daily attendance is mandatory.  However students miss school for many reasons.  We request parents to call or send a note to school whenever their child or children are absent.  This same notice is requested well in advance if parents know their child or children will be gone for an appointment or activity.  We strongly recommend students be in school as much as possible.  Many concepts are covered each through discussion.  Excessive absences per quarter (6 days) will result in a whole letter grade deduction for all core subjects (not specials) upon the VCS Board discretion.

Tardies to School

The following are considered to be unexcused absences:

Excused absences are those that have been approved by the teacher or board.  Three unexcused tardies to school within a nine-week period will count as one unexcused absence. Grades in all subjects will be lowered two points. 

Excuses must be submitted in writing upon returning to school. Excuses may not be accepted when submitted more than one week after the absence.  If a student leaves school early, except for personal illness or a serious emergency, twice within a nine-week grading period, the absence will be unexcused.

Preschool Hours

VCS preschool runs from 8:30 a.m. to 3:30 p.m. on Tuesdays and Thursdays.  Half-day preschool runs in a morning and afternoon session.  Morning preschool is from 8:30 a.m. to 11:15 a.m.  Afternoon preschool is from 12:45 p.m. to 3:30 p.m.  All day preschoolers (8:30 a.m. - 3:30 p.m.) have their lunch break, rest time, and recess between 11:15 and 12:45.  Please do not bring your preschooler more than 10 minutes prior to the start time.  Please have your preschooler picked up no later than 10 minutes after dismissal time. If times are continually not followed, monetary penalties may occur.

Parent Information Sheets


Each family should have a Parent Information Sheet filled out in the School office.  It should include storm homes in case of a blizzard and the family doctor in case emergency treatment is required.  In case of such an accident, every effort will be made to contact the family first, but it is requested that an emergency phone number be listed as well as the doctor in case the family is not available.

Kindergarten Requirements


State law requires that students entering kindergarten must be five years old by September 1 of the school year. 


It is also mandated that a copy of each student’s Certificate of Birth, Immunization Record, and Social Security card be on file in the child’s permanent school record. 

Before School and Dismissal Procedures

After the first bus arrives, children will be allowed in the school.  After dismissal, children are the parents’ responsibility.  When dropping off children or picking them up, please park to the east of the mailbox to avoid blocking the bus zone. 

School Cancellations

In the event Sioux Valley would cancel school due to inclement weather, VCS will also be closed.  Sioux Valley will call you with any announcements with their automated phone system.  1430 KBRK and 910 KJJQ will carry the announcement.

Prohibited Articles

Tobacco products, alcoholic beverages, narcotics, body-piercing hardware (excluding earrings in females), electronic games, cellular phones, pagers, playing and trading cards, knives, guns, matches, explosives of any kind, skateboards, radios, magazines, music CDs, (that are not related to class work). Books catalogs or any other materials not directly related to a course of study are not to be brought to school.

All policies (rules and regulations) apply to students attending any school-sponsored function.

Asbestos Hazard Emergency Response Act


The Volga Christian School has on file a complete and updated Management Plan for dealing with asbestos containing building materials within the school building.  The Management Plan is available for viewing by interested parties, Monday through Friday, 8:00 A.M. through 3:30 P.M. or by appointment thereafter at the VCS Office.  Copies will be available for $35.00 within five (5) days of a written request.

Sickness Policy


Parents must keep students home who have a fever, bad cough or nausea and other flu-like symptoms. At the discretion of VCS staff, parent(s) will be called to take a student home if any of these symptoms occur.  Parent(s) are required to pick up their student within 1 hour after the school contacts them.

Grading


Report cards will be given at the end of every nine weeks.   Report cards will be given on the Friday following the end of the quarter. Grading will reflect effort and achievement in specific content areas and also provide information of various areas of emphasis of instruction within each content area.  The following grading scale was implemented in 2007.
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Retention Policy


Retaining students at a given grade level is a procedure practiced when students are functioning at a level significantly below grade level expectation.  Criteria used to determine whether or not a student should be retained are:


Students in grades one and two must pass reading and math in order to be promoted to the next grade. Any student in grades one through eight who earns two “F’s” cumulatively for the year will be retained at School Board’s discretion.


The teacher or VCS Board will notify parents if end-of-the-year retention is being considered.

School Pictures


School pictures will be taken during the first quarter for all interested families.

Parent-Teacher Conferences

Parent-teacher conferences are held for all students at the end of the first quarter. Parents will be notified when the conference will be held. Conferences will also be set up at the end of the third quarter. Other conferences may be arranged by appointment with your child’s teacher when you feel it would be beneficial.

Student Conduct
1. Students will enter the school quickly and quietly when they hear the bell ring.  Running in school is prohibited. 

2. Gum chewing and sunflower seeds are not permitted in the school building.

3. Children may not leave the school grounds without permission. 

4. Toys and games may be brought to school for recess use. However, large or expensive toys should be left at home. 

5. Students will not be in the furnace room, office, or supply room without permission.

Classrooms & Hallways


It is the goal of Volga Christian School to maintain the classroom in such a way that it has a desirable appearance upon entering.  We feel that structure and cleanliness is an important aspect of our Christian life and is also conducive to a learning atmosphere.

1. Sports’ equipment must be stored appropriately in designated areas.

2. Student desks must remain in an orderly fashion.

3. Desktops and area around the students’ desks need to be clear of pencils, papers, books, and general mess at the end of each day. 

4. Each student should have a named and designated area for his/her coat, boots, and lunch pail. This area is then their responsibility to keep straightened. 

5. Hallways to be kept clear of clutter: tables, books, papers, sports’ equipment, etc.

6. Any dues or penalties owed to Sioux Valley Public Schools must be paid before the final report card is released.

The following rules will be observed in each K-8 room:


1. Follow directions


2. Raise your hand and wait to be called upon before speaking.


3. Keep hands, feet, and objects to yourself.


4. Respect others.
School Lunch


Cold lunches are brought from home and eaten in the classroom with the teacher.  Microwaves are available for use by students under teacher supervision.   They may be used to warm lunches only--not to exceed 5 minutes per student.


Hot lunch is available on Mondays, Wednesdays, and Fridays at VCS. Families can put money into a family account for hot lunch and milk.  Checks should be made payable to Volga Christian School.

VCS Rules & Consequences Policy


To ensure each student’s ability to learn in a safe, God-centered environment, the following rules and consequences have been put into place.

RULES:

1.  Be Respectful:  Each student must show respect both physically and verbally toward teachers, other students, and school property.

2.  Be Responsible:  Each student is accountable for his/her actions.

3.  Be Kind:  Each student must display this attribute in actions and attitude.

This handbook contains Bible verses to support each of these rules.  Please refer to them on page 2.  Students will be allowed one verbal warning before the following consequences apply.  

CONSEQUENCES:

1st Warning:  Recess on the Wall

2nd Warning:  15 minutes inside during recess: time will be spent doing something productive       

3rd Warning:  Meet with principal after school hours, to discuss unacceptable behavior

4th Warning:  Detention (30 minutes after school) 

5th Warning:  Meet with the principal, school board, and parents after expulsion for the 
  

           remainder of the day.  Parents will be required to pick up the student.

6th Warning:  Three day out of school suspension at School Board’s discretion

7th Warning:  Two week out of school suspension at School Board’s discretion

8th Warning:  Expulsion from school for remainder of semester with no tuition refund

At the beginning of each month, the students will start over with no warnings on their record.  Warnings given for the previous month will be filed and a new list will start, if needed.

Staying in at Recess

A signed note from the parents is required if you choose to have your child stay in at recess time due to illness, etc.  Children will be required to be outside in the winter months unless the temperature or wind chill is below 0O F.

Telephone Use


Students must have permission from a teacher to use the telephone. We ask parents to please coordinate phone calls to students or teachers during the recess or noon lunch schedule unless it is an emergency.

Electric devices

Students are requested not to bring or play radios, computer games, MP3 players, IPods, pagers, or other electronic devices, unless requested to do so by a teacher.  Cell phones are allowed at school if they are turned off during the school day.  They must either be left in a backpack or locker or in a designated drop box inside the classroom.  Failure to do so will result in them being confiscated for a minimum of 1 week.  This includes nights and weekends.  Improper use of cell phones, PDA’s or laptop computers will result in them being confiscated for a minimum of 1 week.  A second offense will result in a more severe penalty.  Absolutely no “picture taking” cell phones will be allowed in the restrooms.  Any student who uses a cell phone to take pictures in a restroom will be suspended.

Homework

Homework for elementary-aged children is viewed as an integral part of the total educational program.  Homework is generally assigned so youngsters can complete regular classroom assignments or work on basic skills. Other reasons for homework may be to enable a child to make up work missed during absences, to develop study skills, and to encourage creativity. The amount of homework a child is assigned is typically 60-90 minutes per day in grades 7 and 8, and 45-60 minutes per day in grades 4-6.  More homework than this may be assigned to students who need to make up assignments or who did not do their work at school.  Homework in the primary grades may require 15-30 minutes per day and would include such things as reading stories, practicing spelling words, and learning number facts. 


It is very important that each child does his or her own work, whether at home or school.  However, parents are encouraged to assist their child when necessary.  Disciplinary action will occur if cheating is discovered amongst students.

Immunizations and Health Examinations


State law requires compulsory immunization for all new students to South Dakota (kindergartners or students from out of state). Each child must have certification that he/she has received immunization against polio, diphtheria, tetanus, whooping cough, measles, mumps and rubella. A new state law now requires that all students receive a second dose of the MMR vaccination.  Also, as of September 2000, state law requires all Kindergartners receive the Varicella (chicken pox) vaccine.  Immunization certificates are available from the Community Health Nurse. 


Health examinations are given at VCS by the County Health nurse each school year as follows: Third Grade - vision; Fifth Grade - complete health assessments; Seventh Grade girls - Scoliosis screening; Eighth Grade boys - Scoliosis screening.  Kindergartners are examined as part of their Kindergarten screening.

Library


Students at VCS participate in a bi-monthly library book checkout through Sioux Valley Public Schools.

Medication


No medication, including aspirin, will be administered without written request from the parents or guardian.  Prescribed medication must be in the original container with the name of the student, the date of original prescription, the name of the physician and directions for use.

Insurance


Health and dental insurance for children is made available to all families. Brochures are sent home with students on the first day of school. Parents transact any further business directly with the company. 

Fire and Tornado Drills


In accordance with state laws, at least two fire drills and one tornado drill will be conducted each semester. Emergency evacuation procedures are also posted in each classroom.
Athletics


Seventh and Eighth grade students have the opportunity to participate in extra curricular sports at Sioux Valley. Offerings for the boys include: wrestling, basketball, football, track, and cross-country. Offerings for the girls include: cross-country, basketball, volleyball, and track.

Band


Fifth through Eighth grade students have the opportunity to take individual band lessons and participate in band and jazz band at Sioux Valley.

Release Time Policy


Band and sports’ students must provide the school with a schedule of the activity and a slip signed by the coach or instructor and the parents. Any unscheduled activity such as a game, concert, or unscheduled practice, will require a special permission slip in advance.  In the case of a student leaving school for an extra curricular event, schoolwork will be completed in advance. The privilege to participate in a release-time activity will be revoked due to unfinished schoolwork, failing grade in 1 or more subjects, or disciplinary problems.
Volga Christian School Society

Volga Christian School Society is made up of supporters of VCS.  This may include alumni, grandparents, parents, teachers (both former and current), or any person with an interest in the functioning and well-being of VCS.  Meetings are held only one (1) time per year in August prior to the coming school year.  Issues important to the school are discussed, new board members elected, and the school budget is reviewed and approved at this meeting. 

Parent-Teacher Fellowship (PTF)


The Parent-Teacher Fellowship meets four (4) times per year. PTF meetings provide a time for parents to get to know each other as well as to act on important school issues. The PTF also hosts fundraisers periodically throughout the year. Parents will participate by serving on one of the committees and/or circles. 

Room Mothers


Room mothers are assigned to each classroom to help with teacher requests, parties, and field trips.

Harvest Festival


The Annual Harvest Festival is usually held the first Saturday in November.  It is the major fund-raiser for the Volga Christian School. Parents are expected to help out by donating food and items for the auction, working in the kitchen, and serving on committees. This fund-raiser keeps the tuition costs affordable and Christian education available.

Visitations


Parents are welcome and encouraged to visit their children’s classrooms.  However, we recommend making prior arrangements with the teacher when possible.  Generally speaking, visitations should not be made during the first two weeks or last two weeks of the school year. Parents are not allowed to have preschool children accompany them in the room during the visitation.
VCS Complaint Procedures


If you disagree with a situation in the classroom, see your child's teacher first. If satisfaction is not obtained, then the principal should be contacted.  If no resolution is achieved, then contact the school board President or a school board member.

Property Damage

Desks, equipment, books, and other property must be given proper care.  No stickers may be put on school property.  Any individual responsible for damage will pay for any loss or damage to school property.

School Cleaning


All parents who have students enrolled in the current school year are responsible to help clean school during the summer following the school year.  The Building committee will assign each family to a particular area of school during a set window of dates during the summer.  If parents are unable to clean school at any time, a $200 fee will be charged to them.

Fees (Book & Snack)

Each student from kindergarten through eighth grade will be charged an annual $25 book fee.  This fee is used to help with the costs of updating the curriculum from kindergarten through eighth grade.  Preschool students will be charged a snack fee ($60/all day or $30/half day).  This money will pay for two snacks for each preschool day.
Procedure for Obtaining School Board Agenda Time


If an individual or group wishes to address an issue or matter concerning the budget, curriculum, program, staff, operation or any other related matter relative to the mission and function of the Volga Christian School; the following procedure must be followed:

A. Submit to the board a written outline of the issue or matter of concern.

B. The board will review the outline at a regularly scheduled board meeting.

C. If the issue or matter necessitates further explanation or review with the individual or group submitting the outline, that individual or group will be invited to attend a subsequent board meeting.

D. The board will respond to the individual or group with its decision relative to the issue or matter proposed.

New Family – Re-enrollment Interview Policy


Each new family intending to enroll a student(s) in the Volga Christian School (VCS) will be required to interview with the VCS board.  A new family is a family who has not previously enrolled a student(s) in VCS.


A family who has previously enrolled a student(s) in VCS under a former tuition enrollment contract, or prior to the establishment of the tuition enrollment contract, and who now intends to re-enroll a student(s) under a new tuition enrollment contract will need to submit to the VCS board a written statement explaining the reasons for re-enrollment prior to the interview.

School Board

A five-member board governs the Volga Christian School.  Board members each serve a three-year term.  New board members are elected each year at the annual VCS Society meeting (see Volga Christian School Society).  Present board members are:

Delinquent Tuition Policies

1. When parents paying tuition on a monthly basis become delinquent by two (2) months, the board will send a warning letter.  After three (3) months delinquent tuition, without prior arrangements having been made with the board, students will be removed from the school roster.  All other payment plans previously arranged with the board will not be delinquent provided payments are received as previously arranged.  All new families will be required to make financial arrangements by school registration.

2. Enrollment for the next school year will be denied if delinquent tuition has not been paid as of the end of the fiscal year (July 31st) or no suitable plan for past or future tuition has been established with the board.
